On World Book Day, children will be participating in reading inspired activities. It would be fantastic if the
children could bring in their favourite book to share with their class!

This year, we are also introducing a new and exciting World Book Day headband competition! The challenge
is to create a headband inspired by a favourite book or book character, which the children can wear on World
Book Day as their costume or as part of their costume. The children can use paper to create the headband
and decorate it in imaginative ways. We will be judging the headbands on World Book Day and announcing
our winners later on in the term. Prizes will be awarded to each phase (EYFS, Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2).

Children will also receive a £1 book voucher on the day, to take home and spend in participating World Book
Day shops.
